Gulbis. Beginning in 1996, Scott was
commissioned to create a series of paintings
for the Olympic Games. Countless paintings
later, in 2006 Medlock was the selected as the artist for the United States
Ryder Cup American Team. Then in 2007, Scott was commissioned to
capture Masters Champion Zach Johnson. More recently, Medlock
completed his annual cover painting for the Deutsche Bank Championship
featuring Tiger Woods and Phil Mickelson in their “epic battle” for the
Inaugural PGA TOUR FedEx Cup. Currently on the easel, is the cover
painting for the 2009 AT&T Pebble Beach National Pro-Am.
